Make your travel arrangements as far in 
advance as possible.  American citizens 
can stay in Taiwan up to 30 days with a 
free visa obtained at the Taiwan airport.



Public transportation from the airport to 
the Tien Mou community is convenient, 
but we plan to have a driver with a van 
to meet your flight and bring you to your 
home away from home.



The Tien Mou church meets in a seven-
story apartment building.

We have  all of the first floor and basement. 



The basement is divided into several large 
classrooms.  It will be easy to hold 3 or 4 
“one on one” studies there at the same 
time.  There are also areas on the first 
floor that will be used for our classes.



On the first floor, there is a small reception 
area behind the auditorium seats.



There is a small area for young children, 
with books, games, puzzles, and toys, 
also behind the auditorium seats.



There are four bedrooms and an office on 
the first floor.

Another large bedroom, and one narrow 
single bedroom.



Larry is unpacking his suitcases in one of 
the double bedrooms.  Notice the air-
conditioning unit.  All rooms and the 
auditorium are air-conditioned.



There are plenty of pillows and bed linens 
on hand in the church building.



The office has one desk-top computer, 
with additional ADSL connections for 
three lap-tops.  It also holds a good copy 
machine, a fax machine, and two phone 
lines.





There are two public 
restrooms just off 
the auditorium, and 
there is a private 
bath in one of the 
bedrooms.  There is 
also an additional 
shower room just off 
the dining room.

Also on the first floor, there is a 
kitchen with two large sinks - - -



and a modern Chinese-style two 
burner gas stove.



In the dining room, there are a dish 
cabinet and a big refrigerator  - - -



and two small refrigeraors.

(this one is actually in the 
kitchen)

The dining room houses a table 
that easily seats eight people.  
Although they are a bit make-shift, 
there are dishes, pots and pans, 
and cutlery available for use.



The dining room is complete with a 
small microwave oven and rice 
cooker.



The amazing 
water heater is 
gas fired, and 
gives perpetual 
hot water.  You 
can NEVER run 
out of hot water 
with this system.



There is an American washer and 
dryer set; although old, the washer 
works well.  You probably want to 
take some American detergent with 
you.  The dryer malfunctioned on 
our visit this past July, and may not 
be fixable.  But there is good space 
for hanging laundry.

So you see, the accommodations are 
quite comfortable.  We can eat, 
bathe, wash clothes --- and we can 
decide when, how often, and how 
much we want to cook for ourselves.



We can shop at the traditional 
Chinese markets - - - - -



OR --- at any of the modern super 
markets in the neighborhood.



The Chinese make delicious breads, 
and there are many excellent 
bakeries in the Tien Mou area.



And there are all sorts of options 
for eating out!
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And many good restaurants nearby, 
both Chinese and western.



You are hereby invited to eat with us at 
THE Restaurant when you are in Taiwan.



Public transportation in Taipei is 
convenient, inexpensive, and 
efficient.  You can hail a taxi,

take a bus,

ride a bicycle,

walk!



Or you can take the MRT.  Here are 
Larry, Jeannine and Shirley waiting 
for the “Jie Yun” in Taipei.



Shopping in Taiwan will be fun.  The 
Tien Mou community has clothes 
shops, appliance stores, specialty 
stores, souvinier shops, and all sorts 
of computer and  electronic supply 
houses.   There are several DIY 
warehouses, and even a Costco!

In urban areas, haggling is a 

thing of the past.



This brings us to the question 
of exchanging money.  The rate 
fluctuates slightly each day, but 
usually remains at about 32.x/1.   
We will help arrange for you to 
have a little bit of NT money 
(New Taiwan) before you arrive.   
While you are in Tien Mou, we 
can help you with your foreign 
exchange.



October and November in Taiwan are 
usually the best months, weatherwise.  
Sometimes there is a lot of rain in the 
fall, but umbrellas are easily and 
cheaply purchased.

But usually in the fall we can expect 
warm pleasant days, cool nights.



Clothing.  Casual clothes for teaching, 
even neat blue jeans are fine.  Women 
DO wear slacks in Taiwan, even to 
church services.  Men can leave their 
neckties at home!  Since the weather 
can be quite changeable, we will need 
mainly clothes for warm weather, with 
sweaters and jackets for the cool spells.  
Layers are always good.



There are surely many more things that 
need to be addressed, so bring up any 
and all questions you may have.

The most important thing that you will 
be taking to Taiwan is your dedication 
to our Lord.  He will be your constant 
guide, an “ever present” help.

THE INTRODUCTORY LESSON

GENERAL COMMENTS:



1.  Use the same techniques that are 
proving to be best for all these lessons:    
If a student misses a question, do not 

tell him, or her, the correct answer, but 
guide him in reading again the text to 

find a “better” answer.



2.  You are not “grading” any of these 
questions, lessons, booklets, or the 
course itself.  You are teaching each 
student to think independently, free 
from outside influences.  This also 

means that you, the teacher, are free 
from trying to decide between an A and 

an A-, a B, B+, or B-, etc.



3.  Teachers are to focus on how the 
student arrived at the right answer, not 

the right answer itself.



EVALUATING THE

INTRODUCTORY LESSON

PARTS  I – IV:



Remember, the purpose of the 
Introductory Lesson is to determine if 

the student is ready for this level of 
English/Bible study. 



You will also find they are fascinated 
with the heart of the Bible part of the 

Introductory Lesson, and may want to 
continue even when they know they will 

have to work hard to prepare both 
English and Bible lessons. 



1.  Use your grading key to check for 
missed answers while the student is 

present.  When a wrong answer is 
found, ask the student to look the 

material over again to find 

a “better” answer.



2.  Expect the student to answer most 
questions correctly.  If there are several 
wrong answers, the student may not be 

ready for this level of study.



3.  However, look at the written answers 
for more information about the 

student’s English ability. 



EVALUATING PART V,

THE WRITTEN “THOUGHT”

QUESTIONS:



1.  Use this as an opportunity to let the 
student see the full range of help in 

English the WEI materials offer to them 
by suggesting other ways to say the 

same thing, correcting spelling, 
grammar, etc. in a gentle way, and 

talking and listening to them about the 
contents of the Bible story.



2.  Remind them that these lessons 
bring up real situations in life that have 
been true since the beginning of time 
for man on this earth.  This offers a 

great opportunity for them to practice 
speaking as well as writing.



3.  Note that many students will reveal 
the way they learned in school when 

they find and copy word-for-word from 
the text and make the printed answer 

their answer.  It is our purpose to 
overcome this less effective way of 

teaching and challenge them to think in 
their own way about the subject under 

discussion.



RECOMMENDATIONS

TO BE MADE:



1.  For students who answer almost all 
of the questions correctly, and write 

answers to the thought questions from 
their own mind, not just copied from the 

text, you may congratulate them and 
ask them to pick up their teacher 

assignment and begin on that schedule.



2.  For those students, please remind 
them that it is so very important that 
they do all of their homework before 

reporting for their first class.  If need be, 
explain the advantages of looking up 

unfamiliar words, being familiar with the 
content of the Bible lesson so that they 

may discuss it or ask questions, or, 
using English,  retell the story in their 

own words.



3.  For students that are borderline, 
please explain that they will have to use 

more time to prepare, and it is very 
important that both lessons (English 
and Bible) must be prepared before 

coming to class, but if they know this 
and are willing to make the effort, they 

may continue.  They must then get their 
teacher assignment and begin on that 

schedule.



4.  For those that are not yet ready, 
suggest that they take the Beginning 

English Course, or the Bible Course in 
Chinese, then when they are ready for 

these Basic Lessons (sometimes called 
Intermediate Lessons) to apply again.

THE BASIC COURSE

GENERAL INFORMATION 



1.  The Basic Course is also called the 
Intermediate Course because a 

Beginner’s English Course is now 
available through WEI.



2.The Basic Course consists

of six booklets:

3 English booklets,

and

3 Bible booklets.



3.  Each of these six booklets contains 
seven lessons with the question 
sheets placed in the back of each 

booklet.



4.The booklets become the property of 
the student and you are to encourage 

them to write their questions

IN THE BOOKLET AT THE PLACE

WHERE THEY REALIZE

THEY HAVE A QUESTION. 



This is very important because

it will save the teacher

very much class time!



5,  The lessons are best taught on a 
one-on-one basis.  Several have tried 
using these materials to teach groups 

of students but the overall 
effectiveness is not as great as 
teaching on a one-on-one basis. 



The main reason group study is much 
less effective is that no two students 
are at the same level of English.  The 

main differences in student levels are: 



(1) listening comprehension,

(2) speaking in English sentence patterns,

(3) pronunciation and enunciation skills,

(4) writing good English sentences in a 
coherent manner. 



To help each student at the point of his 
weakness means the other students 

probably do not have that problem, so 
must patiently wait.  The more students 
in a class, the less time for individual 

assistance in needed areas. 



6.  The English lessons are illustrated

in the Bible lessons,

especially

the vocabulary words. 



7.  As the lessons progress, more and 
more of the English lesson illustrations 

come from the Bible lessons so that 
there is much Bible content taught in 

the English lessons.

This method blends with the best 
educational practices.



OUR GOALS IN USING

THESE MATERIALS



1.   Our basic goal is to allow the

Word of God to be the seed

that is sown into

each student’s heart.

We must allow time to for this seed 

to germinate and mature. 



You will be amazed at the changes

that will gradually come

in the attitudes and behavior

of your students.

All because of the

power of God’s Word. 



2.  To the students we often want to say 
to them that these materials offer them

“high level English

And

high level Bible”. 



It has been my experience that

even if a person has an

earned doctorate in the U.S.,

he or she will find the English

of these lessons

an excellent review that

sharpens his skills. 



3.   Other goals or objectives include 
motivation and training of the local 
members to become involved in the 

process, 



make friends with

as many of the students

as is reasonable to expect, 



and provide joint activities

that make the development

of this relationship possible. 



4.A goal that has been overlooked

by most Christian groups

is to encourage and train

the students to share the hope

they will gradually obtain

with their own friends and family. 



This has been the weakest part

of our obedience

to the Great Commission. 



We must not continue in our old ways

of being so happy with those 

who are baptized

that we forget that they must

also learn to share

their faith in God and Christ Jesus. 



5.An immediate goal for each of us is

to develop a personal friendship

with each of our students so that,

by using today’s amazing technology,

we may build on that relationship

regardless of where we are on this earth.



EFFECTIVE

TEACHING TECHNIQUES

FOR ALL

WEI COURSES



1.Insist on the students preparing

the lessons in this order:

first, Lesson One of the

first English booklet,

then

Lesson One of the Bible booklet, 

and so on for all the lessons.

There are many reasons for this order. 



(1)The vocabulary of the

English lessons

is used in the corresponding

Bible lesson. 



(2) The illustrations from the Bible

used in later English lessons

also come after the student

has covered the material. 



This frequent repetition of

Bible or English material

is a part of one of the most

effective methods

educators can use

for quality teaching. 



2.Of course, the student is expected

to have both the English

and

the Bible lessons

prepared before class.



3.It is strongly suggested

that each student

keep a notebook to write

his answers

to the thought questions

at the end of each Bible lesson. 



Also, every student should

double space or triple space

his writing so that you can make

both corrections and suggestions

for saying the same thing

in a different way. 



You may need to say to them that

this is the only opportunity you have

to help them learn to write

good English sentences. 



Tell them to write

all they want to!

The more the better. 



.   This is repeating something

stated earlier,

but it is so important

for them to write any questions

that may occur to them

as they prepare their lessons, 



. and write them

in the booklet

at the point

where the question

came to them. 



I have more to say about this in the next 
section on evaluation procedures. 



Why should they write

their questions 

in the booklet? 



All of our students are human

and,

in spite of the very best intentions,

it is so easy to

forget the question. 



Every question they ask,

whether about English or Bible,

is an opportunity for personal sharing

and the development of

excellent relations with students. 



EVALUATING THE STUDENT’S WORK,

OR

HOW TO USE CLASS TIME



1.Begin each session with

a minute or two of greeting

and listening to them

tell how they are doing in life,

not just how they are doing 

in these classes.



2.Begin by checking

the student’s work

in the English booklet. 



Expect to use from 5 to 10 minutes

for the whole process,

including answering any questions

they may have. 



The step-by-step process

goes like this: 



a.Let the student read both

the question

and

the answer

one step at a time. 



b. If the student chooses

a wrong response,

DO NOT TELL HIM

THE CORRECT RESPONSE, 



but tell him to

look back over the lesson

and find the correct answer. 



This helps solidify

the student’s understanding. 



The truth becomes his own

because you helped him

find and understand it. 



It should not be because

you told him

Or

the “answer sheet” says so. 



(The answer sheets were revised this past 
May and there should not be any 

ambiguous questions left in the system 
as in the past, but the technique is the 

same.) 



c.When you have gone over

all the questions on

the English question sheet

for lesson one,

then ask him,

“Do you have any questions

about the English lesson?”



He then will turn back

and look at each page

of the lesson

to see if he has

written down any questions. 



If he begins to read the text silently

to look for questions,

remind him to look for any notes

he may have written in his booklet. 



If there are no written notes of questions,

then congratulate him,

and

tell him to open his booklet on the 

Conflict Between Good and Evil. 



You may need to say to him that

if he thinks of an

English question later,

he may ask it at the next class time. 



d.Go through the Bible questions

in the same way,

making him look back to the text

to find the correct response

for any incorrect answers. 



This part should take

only a few minutes,

depending on each student’s level

of English understanding. 



e.For the thought questions,

ask him to give you his notebook,

then be sure the student

can watch you

as you read his responses. 



For psychological reasons,

as you read,

pay most of your attention

to the English

aspect of the writing. 



After doing all you can do

to help him learn

to write good English,

try to find the best response

to the spiritual aspect of the question

he is trying to answer. 



This puts you in a direct exchange

about the Truth of God

in a very natural way,

and most students will be happy

to practice their English

while thinking of spiritual things. 



This is the genius

of Dick Ady

and

the WEI materials.



f. After going through

the thought questions

and discussing his responses,

then ask him,

“Do you have any questions from the 
lesson itself?”



He will turn back and look

as he did with the English lesson.

Help him find the answers

he may be looking for. 



At this time

you may have

from 10 to 30 minutes

class time left. 



g.In the time remaining,

you may do several

very productive things: 



(1)You may ask him to read

a paragraph or two orally

so that you can help him

with pronunciation, 



(2)You may ask him to tell

part of the Bible story

in his own words

(allow him to read it again,

if necessary), 



(3)You may ask him

to talk about his

work,

home life,

hobbies, 



(4)You may let him

choose a part

that he considers most interesting

from the lesson material. 



h. Bring the class to a close

on a high note

by complimenting him

on one or more things

he did in class that day. 



If he needs to work a little harder

on one area or another,

let that suggestion

be made with the compliment.
